WORKING UPON A PRESENTATION: 

Choose a topic that is interesting but not too broad 

Make sure you have reliable sources 

Organise your thoughts 

Don't make too many slides 

Don't try to squeeze too much information into a single slide 

Only provide the most important or the most interesting/shocking names, 
dates and numbers 

Don't use long sentences when making your slides; sometimes a simple list 
of the most important points may be enough (if you don't forget to comment 
on that list in more detail when presenting your work!) 

Make use of diagrams and schemes to represent the organisation and 
hierarchy of your ideas 

Provide references (web links, books, magazines, other sources of 
information) 


PREPARING YOUR SPEECH AND PRESENTING YOUR WORK: 

Use simple sentences so that everyone could understand you! 

Check the pronounciation of the words you may not know 

Follow the logical structure of your presentation 

Don't just read off the screen, provide some extra information 

Don't focus on unimportant details (like the exact birth dates of 
scientists if you are presenting a story of their discoveries, not their 
detailed biographies) 

Try reading your speech in front of a mirror 

Be ready to answer questions! Practice how to tell the audience that you 
don't know something. Don't be afraid!
