Process

this together or divide the tasks between you. Use this information
as the basis of a presentation.

Prepare to do the presentation. You need to decide who is going to
say what, and how you are going to present your information.
Prepare any handouts and materials you need.

Your presentation should last about 10 minutes. You can use
notes, but do not read them. After everyone has given their
presentations, there will be a vote to see which the best was.

Write a postcard to your friends or family back home.

You will complete the self-evaluation form.

How you evaluate yourself will contribute to your final assessment.

They will have collaborated to prepare and produce an oral
presentation, which they will have conducted themselves.

Through research using authentic materials, they will have collated
and structured information in an original way. This will have
provided the content of an oral presentation, which they will have
either prepared collaboratively and which will have been given to
an audience of their peers.

They will also have produced a postcard to their friends/family at
home describing their experience.

Finally, they will have had to evaluate their own progress and

participation, including what they consider they have learned the
web quest process.
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
